e Applicant must be a United States citizen and a resident of the State of South Carolina

e Initiative
e Extra-curricular Activities
e Letter of Recommendation
e Quality and completeness of application materials

later than close of business on April 30. Recipients will be announced by May 31 and will be recognized at the
Clarendon County Farm Bureau Annual Meeting in September. A check will be issued directly to the accredited
college/university upon notification the winner is registered for the fall term.
